Chabrat Home
THE PROGRAM

Chabrat Home is a community-based treatment setting which provides an array of treatment
services for up to 11 young men ages 13 to 19. The program is supervised by a Licensed
Clinical Social Worker. 

- Gender: Male
- Ages: 13 to 19
- Average length of stay: Nine months
- Able to function in community school, day treatment setting 

or able to maintain employment
- Assessed as having developmental delays
- Moderately to severely emotionally disabled
- Able to function, with support, in the community
- Not actively suicidal/homicidal at time of admission
- Not in need of medical detoxification

THE TREATMENT

The Chabrat Home offers a blend of treatment, behavior management (phase 
system), daily living skills and independent living skills training. While continuing to 
recognize individual treatment needs, the program emphasizes independence from the 
institutional setting by teaching activities of daily living, career skills, use of community
resources and participation in community services. 

On-site services include:

- Individual, group and family therapy
- Life skills training
- Sex offender treatment
- Substance abuse assessment and services, including educational groups, 

substance abuse support groups and mentors
- Mentor-mentee relationship with youth counselors
- Physical and recreational activities
- Employment skills training and assistance in securing a job (when appropriate)

EDUCATION

Educational services are available at Brooklawn School, Breckinridge Metropolitan High
School (an alternative school), Louisville Day Treatment or in mainstream public schools.
Some youth transition to local colleges. An Educational Liaison serves as an advocate for
children enrolled in the community-based schools and works with those attending GED, 
vocational or higher education programs.
